The social environment can no longer be ignored. It is an essential determinant in psycho-

logical changes in which the experts are giving their inputs. We are looking at a transforma-

tive society where the lines between truth and falsehood are often blurred .Above all, we as 

the teaching fraternity need to realise that truth and fact are different and fact may not be the 

truth.
